	FIRST AID: TRAINING, KITS AND INSPECTION RECORDS



FIRST AID TRAINING REQUIREMENTS
The PCBU (person conducting a business or undertaking) has a primary duty of care to provide First Aid facilities, equipment and resources.

Access to First Aid facilities, equipment and resources, including workers trained to administer first aid must be provided in the workplace.
The first step is to assess your First Aid needs by:

· Identify the hazards that could result in work-related injury and/or illness

· Assess the type, severity and/or likelihood of injuries and/or illness

Safe Work Australia has developed a Code of Practice – First Aid in the Workplace to assist PCBUs with their First Aid responsibilities.  This includes information on: 

· contents and types of First Aid kits
· people to provide First Aid
· First Aid procedures 

· facilities for First Aid
· training for First Aiders, and 

· number of trained First Aiders for workplaces. 

First Aiders should hold a nationally recognised statement of attainment issued by a Registered Training Organisation (RTO) for the nationally endorsed First id Unit/s of Competency, HLTAID001 Provide CPR and HLTAID003 Provide First Aid.  First Aid Certificates are valid for 3 years.  A refresher is required every 3 years.
SERIOUS FARM INJURY EMERGENCIES
Typical farm emergencies that require First Aid intervention include:
· Motor vehicle crash/ quad and motorbike injury/ trauma

· Head and back injury

· Fractures - broken bones

· Cuts, penetrating injury and bleeding

· Burns

· Eye injury

· Crush injury/ entanglement in machinery

· Electrocution

· Drowning or suffocation

· Chemical poisoning

· Snake and spider bite

· Dehydration

FARM FIRST AID
· Expired Air Resuscitation - EAR
· Cardio-Pulmonary Resuscitation - CPR
· Controlling bleeding
· Immobilising broken limbs
· Immobilising neck and back injury
FIRST AID KITS

First Aid kits and their location should be clearly marked with a white cross on a green background in accordance with Australian Standard AS 1319: Safety Signs for the Occupational Environment
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FIRST AID KIT CONTENTS

The contents should be stocked with first aid equipment, taking into account the types of injury that occur on farm.  Consideration should be  given to a full first aid kit for a workshop/office and a basic first aid kit that can be carried in vehicles or tractors. In the field first aid kits will help the  First Aider provide First Aid when a person is injured; typically to manage snake bite, eye injury, cuts, burns, crush injury and amputation, broken bones and sprains that occur on farms.
The kits should contain:

· Crepe bandages

· Elastic (pressure) bandages

· Triangular bandage

· Plastic Bags

· Scissors

· Eye Wash

· Saline wash

KEEPING FIRST AID KIT RESTOCKING RECORDS

Creates a central record to ensure that First Aid kits are restocked and serviceable for use when needed in an emergency

WHAT SHOULD BE RECORDED?

· Record when the kits were checked and restocked with:

· the date the First Aid was checked

· who checked the First Aid kits

· next scheduled maintenance

· Keep a copy of the record for future reference.

FIRST AID RECORDS
A record should be kept of all First Aid provided for serious injury in the workplace.
